As of 1 January 2010, the Arctic Centre has an open position for
Head of Science Communication unit of the Arctic Centre, whose duties are 

· to be in charge of the Arctic Centre’s science communication unit;

· to take care of the Arctic Centre’s communication to citizens, different occupational groups, decision makers, and schoolchildren;

· to participate in international science communication cooperation between Arctic regions;

· to participate the preparations and implementation for the new initiative on European Arctic Information Centre;

· to make international project proposals and to acquire external public and private funding for them

· to participate the work of Arctic Centre Executive Group

The requirements for a contract include a higher university degree, strong skills in outreach and popularization of science, a good knowledge about the societal influence of research, and experience of international cooperation. Knowledge about Arctic international co-operation and doctoral are seen assets. A good command of English is a prerequisite. 

The salary will be 3402 -4774 €/month depending on merits. This is based on the university salary system’s requirement level 11 for general personnel.
